Dear Girton Parish News,
Has Your Retrofitted Wall Insulation Paid Off?

Under the Coalition Government, South Cambs
District Council (SCDC) gave grants of £6,000 to
owner-occupiers of single-skin brick-built houses for
retrofitting insulation to their walls. This was aimed at
reducing heat loss, enabling the home owners to
reduce their heating bills while possibly feeling
warmer.

Several Girton households received the grant, bearing
the costs of scaffolding and, for larger houses, any
extra costs.

I would be most interested in any feedback from these
households. Do they use less heating fuel now
compared with years before the fitting of the
insulation? Are they cosier? Has any damp problem
improved or got worse? How do they feel about the
look of the exterior of their house after the retrofitting
of the insulation and rendering of their walls?

Eco Homes in Cambridge have the expertise to
balance out the figures for warmer and colder winters.
They would be very grateful to have the annual
statistics, with no names attached.

The Friendly and Welcoming face of GTC

If you go along to the Girton Town Charity Office or telephone for information on
one of the schemes and grants, your enquiry will be handled in a friendly way by the
Administrator, Gilly O’Brien. Here we meet Gilly and find out more about her important role.

Not only does
Gilly help Village
residents with their
questions, she also
runs the GTC Office
at 22 High Street
very efficiently
and provides an
invaluable support
service to the
Trustees.

For those who have
not yet met Gilly, she
has lived in Girton
for 22 years, with
her husband and

four boys. Before
joining GTC, she
was the After School
Club Co-ordinator at
Girton Glebe for four years and is involved in many
aspects of Village life including helping on the book
kiosk care rota with her husband.

Varied role

She says: “My role at GTC is extremely varied and
no two days are ever the same. I can be preparing for
one of the Trustees’ regular meetings — usually nine
are held each year — or carrying out administration for
one of the schemes such as CarePlus, Hospital Taxis
or Educational Grants.

“This means communicating with applicants and
recipients of the schemes and grants, as well as
managing our arrangements with the suppliers of the
services. In the case of CarePlus, I monitor the grant
allocation of £1,700 per year for both recipients and
care providers. For our popular Hospital Taxi Service,
there are renewals and membership cards to process.
And for the Educational Grant Scheme 1 issue
application forms as well as check amounts

being claimed.”

Support

All GTC Trustees work on designated
projects and so need Gilly’s help to
deal with mail, respond to emails and
~ messages and co-ordinate any travel
bookings required.

Once a year, the Trustees hold a
Strategy Day, away from the office,
to focus on specific projects or
developments. Gilly deals with all
the arrangements for this, as well as
attending to take minutes.

Being GTC Administrator is a complex
role that requires a combination

of skills and personal qualities.
Sometimes Village residents contact
the Charity at a difficult time in their
lives and are distressed. This needs
sensitive and discreet handling so that
they can be reassured that help is available or Gilly

is able to direct them to an alternative source of
assistance,

Multi-tasking

Ann Bonnett, Vice Chair of GTC concludes: “Having
someone with Gilly’s skills is immensely important to
us as Trustees. Not only does she deal with personal
callers to the Office as well as telephone enquiries,
but she provides invaluable support to us all on a
day-to-day basis and can multi-task too! It’s vital that
we have a friendly and welcoming person who is
highly organised to keep everything on track. We are
fortunate to have Gilly who can do all this and more
besides.”

Away from the GTC Office, Gilly is a Textile Artist
and enjoys working on machine embroidery, knitting,
crochet and making jewellery. Her latest project

is a Klimt-inspired contemporary crochet blanket.
Although her role is a busy one, she attends as many
workshops as time allows.

Have you the time ... Please?

8.00am on a Sunday morning in June. We were
sitting in church already. The heat well up into the
20s; we were the only three white faces there. Oh,
and the only ones who did not speak Swahili! The
service lasted for well over two hours. But we

managed to follow it, because it followed a similar
pattern to our own services.

We were in a village in Zanzibar; and despite the
communication challenges, had the warmest welcome
imaginable from the congregation. But that had been
our experience generally. The choir even sang
something especially for us. We did not understand it,
but it was beautiful.

We visited Christ Church Cathedral in Stonetown.
This is built on the site of the old slave market. Now
there is a heritage attached to it,
chronicling the slave history. It was sobering to learn
that slaves were still being taken until the late 19th
century.

Until around 1964, the church, though small, was
flourishing. A change of Sultanate and a revolution
put paid to that for the time being. However in the
1990s, that altered. The church was able to start
growing once more. Now more than 95% of the
Zanzibaris are Muslim. The rest are a mix of Hindu,
pagan and a variety of Christian denominations. They
all do seem to rub along together. This is helped in
various ways: employing people together from
different religious backgrounds; and the schools, who
accept pupils and teachers from different religious
backgrounds.

We visited the school in the Cathedral grounds. This
is definitely one of the ‘better’ schools. However,
even here, there was a lamentable lack of resources
and most of the classes and the headmaster’s office
needed, at the least, a good coat of paint. But they
care so much about the pupils; and the children are so
happy to be in school at all, that they all work very
hard.

This is not a wealthy country; in fact Tanzania
generally is reckoned to be one of the poorest
countries in the world. There are markets each day.
This is because generally people will not have fridges

and it is a very hot country. But the main reason for
buying their food daily is that most cannot afford to
buy for more than a day at a time.

Despite all this, they were happy, giving and
welcoming. [ asked our friend whom we were visiting
about this. He has been in the UK a couple of times.
He thought for a moment, then said, ‘Here, we have
time for each other. No one rushes a visit, an
encounter, or a conversation.’

That was food for thought. How often have we
become impatient about being held up? Perhaps with
someone chatting to a cashier, or taking slightly
longer over a conversation. That person may not
speak to another human being all day; so it is quite
understandable that they take a bit of time.

In the New Testament, the disciples tried to brush
away the children who wanted to speak to Jesus, but
He was having none of it. He wanted to let them
come. Jesus always had time; people of all sizes were
important to Him.
