Most Cambridgeshire residents feel happy and safe in the county, well connected to their local communities, and

But the news is less good for some specific groups, with a stark finding that loneliness in Cambridgeshire
far higher than the ational average. Loneliness was most likely to be reported by those aged 18 to 25, who also
reported more struggles with their mental health. This is deeply concerning.

The County Council commissioned the report from national independent market research agency Thinks Insight an
Strategy, and plans to use the results to help councillors set business plan and budget priorities for the coming five
years. The survey will @l¥e used to inform the Public Health Joint Needs Assessment, a mandatory document
which local organisations use to identify the health and wellbeing needs of a local population.

Care gquality initiative

A new initiative to improve the quality of care and support for Cambridgeshire residents has been approved by the
O2dzy OAf Qa !

The new initiative for the adult social care workforce, supported by investment of over £1m, seeks to address
problems of recruitment and retention in the sector, support skills development, and drive up quality of services.

The County Council already requires care providers with whom it contracts to pay the Real Living Wage. The Coun
will now also seek to embed the new approach to build skills in the workforce into future contracts with care
providers. A high quality Cafeertificate will be offered by the Council at low cost to care providers and to care
workers themselves.

CHILDREN & YOUNG PEOPLE

Supermarket vouchers continue

The supermarket voucher scheme will continue to operate in the October half term for all eligible families in
Cambridgeshire.

Cambridgeshire County Council will run the scheme until the February 2024 half term using the Household Support
Fund from the Department for Work & Pensions and additional funding provided by the Council. Eligible families
were automatically sent a £15 voler via email or text on Saturday 21 October. The voucher can be used at a
choice of ten supermarkets.

The voucher scheme has been a huge success since it was introduced and appreciated keenly by families strugglir
in the current financial climate. A survey revealed that over seventy per cent of families said the vouchers had
helped them cope with the risg cost of living.

Appeal volunteers needed



Volunteers are urgently needed to hear appeals when children are not offered a place at their preferred school.

All parents or carers have the right to make an appeal to an independent appeal panel if their child is not offered &
place at their preferred school. The role of the panel is to decide whether a child who has been refused a place by tr
County Council shad be given a place.

All parties involved must be given an appeal hearing that is transparent, accessible, independent and impartial. The
appeal panel is independent of the local authority and its decisions are binding on all parties, unless overturned by
the courts.

Volunteers will sit on the independent admission appeal panels and ensure that parents feel they have had a fair an
independent hearing and have been given every opportunity to put their case and have been taken seriously.

Panel members must be able to listen to two sides of a case and weigh up evidence objectively and impartially. The
must also be able to:

Communicate effectively with a wide range of people

Read and assess information and identify key points

Listen to key information

Ask questions to obtain information and clarify points being made
Analyse information and use it to form opinions and conclusions
Obtain and weigh up evidence to reach a decision

Update on bin collection changes

We wanted to pass on a short update from SCDC on bin collections following the recent changes. Thanks to the
hard work or our crews (and the preparation from colleagues based at the depot), the changes do appear to have
gone smoothly so far. For every wedhkat we have confirmed figures up to this poirit since we made the switch

to 4 day collections we have emptied more than 99% of bins. That covers the weeks of 18 September / 25
September / 2 October / 9 October / 16 October and 23 October. Collectionsafse continue this week so we

do not have final figures for the current week yet. For further contektduring the first 4 weeks of the new
collection arrangements, we were due to empty 717,488 bins. We emptied 715,383 of them. For the ones we did
not empty i the main reasons were bin not out, contamination or wrong bin out. We of course automatically
make arrangements to promptly return to empty any bins that we know missed, as we always hare if any
resident is concerned about their bin being misd, they can simplyreport it to us on our website and we will

return to empty it promptly. The rate of phone calls that wae hadi that relates to the bin changes has been
significantly lower than last time we did a route optimisation exercise. We continue to monitor performance in
this key area.

Green Grants for Cambridgeshire Businesses

This programmehas been created in partnership with South Cambridgeshire District Council, Cambridge City
Council, Huntingdonshire District Council, the Cambridgeshire and Peterborough Growth Hub and the
Cambridgeshire and Peterborough Combined Authority and is funded the UK Government through the

However, we are still a very long way away from having a set of footways on the main routs
in the village to a standarithat is acceptable and, more importantly, navigable for those members of our community
who struggle with their mobility. | am of the understanding that further work is scheduled, and we need to ensure
that Highways deliver a footway surface that is fit jorpose sooner rather than later.

The project to improve the facilities at Wellborook Way is continuing. Whilst our partners in this project are,
dzy RSNRGI YyRIFIo6t& OKFYLAYy3 |G GKS oAl (G2 Y20S GKAy3a
responsibility to proceed by théook. As a council we have experienced problems where other parties have
progressed with building works before the appropriate planning permissions have been obtained. A submission for
Certificate of Lawfulness has been submitted by the Clerk and weotasnd will not, start any works before this is
granted.

Regarding planning issues, | would like to thank resideli¢tte Atkinson for highlighting that the enforcement of the
notice to undo some of the development that took place without planning permission has still not taken place. Soutt
Cambs DC have informed that a staff shortage has led to insufficient rescagitey available to properly follow this

up and that a new enforcement order now needs to be put in place. This is frustrating and disappointing, but we d
intend to ensure that followup continuesuntil the decision has been appropriately enforced. Aapplication has

been made for development of 12 The Brambles, which was previously withdrawn. Whilst there are issues of
restrictive covenant here, this falls outside the remit of Planning. Howeear neighbours were concerned about

the original plans, and | have asked the Clerk to corgaitt neighbours, along with the applicant, in order to help
inform Parish Councillors about the planned development and any possible impact.

Two useful meetings were very recently held. The first was Wahe CIC a Community Interest Company based in
Cambourne who currently run a number of community support services, including a food hub and a mobile food hut
They are interested in developing a plot of County Council owned land into a small Community Faam{csitmd
CoFarm project running at Barnwell Road in Cambridge. The company have the backing of South Cambs DC and |
been approved to lease the land by CCC. They sought to consult with the Parish Council and the wider community
gain local support fotheir activities. The aims of the company are laudable and | believe that their presence in the
village could be a real community asset. We have invited them to present the project to the Full Council and intend t
put a motion to support this project if S OS Y 6 S NX &irtowf Ba®ish Tolaoiill also be seeking greater input
from residents and other groups in the community on this matter.



The other meeting held was with representatives of Girton College and the CCC Active Travel team regarding t
potential removal of hedgerow at Girton Corner as part of works to improve the pedestrian and cycling facilities at thi
junction. Whilst improvd facilities here are very welcome, we noted that consultation from CCC on this scheme has
been poor. Possible ways to allow this scheme to progress that will keep the ecological and security benefits of t
existing hedgerow were explored, and CCC withedack to the Parish Council and the College with some
amendments. It was also useful to get some input from the College regarding the general safety issues for their st
and students and see if alleviating these issues could form part of any futuapplitiation.

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Introduction
The Village of Girton has a significant number of large mature trees and many are on land which is the responsibil
of the Parish Council. The Council is keen to ensure that as many trees and open spaces are retained for the benef
all residents.

This Policy outlines the actions to be taken to ensure that this remains a priority.

Responsibilities
A principle of English Common and statute Law is that land/tree owners have a duty of casédis, residents,
passerdby and indeed trespassers when on their land.

The Parish Council is responsible for managing or replacing all trees on land and open space

owned by them.The Parish Council has no jurisdiction over trees that they do not fmxrexample inresident$
gardens, but if appropriate will advise and request that no tree is lost if possible.

The Parish Council reserve the right, as described in Common Law, to prune any branches or roots that grow ove
boundary onto Parish Council owned land. Any such works should not be performed without notifying the tree owne
first, as a courtesy. As amyng cut from such tree remains property of the tree owner, it must be offered back to the
tree owner.

Tree Management
All trees on Parish Council land should be included on the asset registeeesllon the asset register should be
surveyed, at a minimum, every three years by a suitably qualified arborist. The Parish council should aim, but is n
obliged, to follow the guidance provided in the survey. Trees should be managed in a way thatggametologically
rich environment, ensures that as much of the village is safely accessible as is possible, and does not cause damag
any structures regardless of owner.

Unless action is needed for reasons of safety (e.g. falling branches) all pruning and felling should take place outs
bird nesting season. If, on recommendation, a tree should be felled, plans should be made to replace the felled tre
with at least one eplacement in the next, or current, tree planting season.

The Parish Council should increase the total number of trees on its land each year, where feasible. New trees shol
be of species that are appropriate for the area of planting, and should consider final size, root paths, and biodiversit
Default consideation should be that of a species native to the area.

Planning
Local authorities have a statutory duty toonsider the protection and planting of trees when granting planning
permission for proposed development/hen assessing Planning Applications consideration should be given to the
proposedlandscaping of the site with emphasis on #ygpropriateplanting of trees.

In any instances where permission is sought for felling of a tree subject to a Tree Protection Order, the Plannir
Committee should ensure that the statutory requirement of a plan feplemting, or detailed reason for why this is
not appropriate, is proded and followed up on.

Principles of grassland management for biodiversity
Depending on the feature of conservation interest and the type of grasstamhgement practices can vary.
Broadly:

1 Meadowsc our traditional meadows developed very much under human influence and the particular suite
of wildflowers, grasses and animals which thrive there are those which have adapted to a regime of being
cut in mid to late-summer (for hay) and grazed g the winter months. Thus, modern management
needs to replicate this and the important consideration is that our meadows thrive on nus@n soil
fertilisers should not be used and when cut in the summer the arisings need to be raked off an@demov
That said, some small areas are ideally left long over winter to allovsésding plants to drop their seeds
and animals to hibernate, and usually the approach to this is to leave one area long over winter, on rotation
Other areas can be mown throlgut winter (without the need to rake up) though they should be mown on
a high setting.

1 Rough grasslangthis needs less intensive management as one of its key features is providing not just
summer, but winter cover for small mammals, amphibians, reptiles and hibernating insects. A whole variety
of invertebrates make use of this environmeim¢luding some of our butterflies such as Meadow Browns,
Ringlets, Gatekeepers and various skippers, which hibernate on grass stems in winter and the caterpillars
feed on the newly emerging grasses in spring. Spiders, snails, springtails, cricketeppess{the list goes
on) all benefit from the microhabitats provided by the tall grasses, and in turn many birds and bats benefit
from the rich buffet provided by the invertebrates. Particularly thick grassy swards are excellent cover for
many smaller mamals such as voles and shrews. However, without any management scrub will develop in
time and so this type of grassland needs cutting at least once every two years, perhaps on a rotational basi
Spring is the best time to cut this once hibernating creasunave emerged.

1 Lawns; established lawns which have not been subject to chemical use can provide habitat for-ground
dwelling invertebrates (bees, wasps, spiders, worms etc.) and forage for pollinating insects. The key to
managing these areas is to cut at a high mowetirsgt(5-10cm) to allow lovers, daisies, dandelions,-self
heal etc. to flower. Particularly old lawns may have plants such as Common Knapweed, Sorrel, Field
Woodrushg all of these are present in parts of the churchyard.



Grassy areas in Girton
We can broadly place the public grassy areas of Girton into one of these three categories: road verge strips betwee
road and pavement, road verges adjacent to hedges or property boundaries, larger green areas.

1 Another consideration is to plant, where appropriate, more street trees. Girton has a strong history of
orchards and fruit trees could be planted in the verges between the pavements and road in residential
streets. In order to limit growth, dwarf rootstoclarieties could be chosen and additional interest could be
provided by choosing local heritage varieties. This will also have the benefit of reducing streetside clutter pu
out by residents to stop vehicles driving on the verges.

Road verges with adjacent habitat
This includes the road verges alongside Girton College, the allotments, Duck End and Washpit Lane where there is
grassy strip between the pavement and hedgerow, or in some instances private gardens. These have a high
ecological value by virtue of beingm of a continuum of habitat, small mammals, including hedgehogs, will benefit
much more from these grassy strips than the more isolated ones which lie between the pavements and roads.

The vegetation in these verges tends to be quite coarse with grasses such as FasdDat & | -f6dkant 2 O Q a
Y2NB WgSSReQ alLlSoOAsSa &4dzO0K & /tSIFOSNR FyR bSéGdtSs
particularly visually attractw, these are often of huge benefit to small mammals, birds and many invertebrates,
including butterflies which use the grasses during the caterpillar phase.

Recommendation #4¢ manage road verges with adjacent habitat as rough grasslands

1 Leave these areas long throughout the summer months, cutting in August or September and with a spring
cut in March. During the summer/autumn cut the arisings need to be raked off.

1 Each year some areas should be left uncut to remain long in the winter months. This could be a in a block,
with different blocks left on a rotational basis, or instead-2m strip could be left long adjacent to the
hedgerow while the front area is mownhi§ second approach would require the back strip to be cut in
spring in order to prevent the hedgerow from growing out onto the verge.

1 Consideration could be given to introducing a wildflower seed mix, perhaps with the aim to create a
wildflower meadow habitat in the lorterm. For this to be successful, the nutrient levels need to be
reduced and this can be done over time by making sllirarisings are removed. However, many of these
verges are under the shade of trees and receive a dose of leaf litter each autumn, so meadow creation may
not be possible in many places. Advantage should be taken of any ground works occurring in théevgrges
fibre broadband works) where the contractors could be encouraged to sow a mix specified by the parish
council, rather than their standard specipsor mix.

Larger grassy areas
Notwithstanding the recreation ground, there are several larger grassy areas within the village which could be left

unmown over the summer. For example, Hibbérare Garden and the adjacent grassy triangle, the churchyard, the
end of Mayfield Road, areasthin Wellbrook Way (which are believed to be already managed as long grass in



summer), the grass areas at the end of Woodlands Park, Weavers Field and Church LaneWHitebgarden is
already under a management plan carried out by the Green Team and will not be considered further here.

Each of these areas will have a very different species composition, but as a broad rule of thumb, the longer they
have been present as a grass area, the more species diverse they will be. The triangle at the end of Mayfield Roac
was left long in an experient in 2021 and in total 45 species of wildflower and 14 species of grass were found and
indicated that this has potential to be a meadow rich with wildflowers and invertebrates. Some areas within the
churchyard have also have a number of species indieati an old, established grass area. It is these larger grassy
areas which will have the most success and benefit to biodiversity by being managed-aseatoiws, but the time

it will take for them to establish a new species balance may vary. Eaclddietdken separately to work with other
stakeholders to come up with an appropriate management regime for the site.

1 The summer cut would be best done by brushcutter rather than a mower and should be cut on a low setting
in order to remove as much organic material as possible and provide some open soil space for seeds to fall
on and germinate. Arisings must be removerkfprably offsite (in a bid for tidiness), but possibly raked up
and piled under hedgerows, or in shady corners. (In 2021 the Mayfield Road cuttings were piled up behind
the lime trees).

1 From autumn until spring the areas could be cut as per the usual regime, but with the cutting height raised.
Consideration should be given to leaving a small area within each of these sites uncut over winter on a
rotation basis.

1 For many of these sites it is not recommended to introduce seeds as they have already developed a set of
species which are well suited to them. Survey work may identify if any of these sites are-poeciasd
consideration to applying a seed mix couten be given.



1 Itis of importance that the residents adjacent to each of these areas are consulted and understand why they
are being managed differently. Each site has its own use by residemise for recreation by children, some
for quiet contemplation, and otherssaa visual amenityg and these need to be take into account.

Other considerations

Recommendation #6 communication

In order for No Mow Summer to be successful, residents of Girton need to be made aware of the new approach, its
rationale and benefits. As well as communication via the GPN, the PC website and social media, small signs could
strategically placed to exaih and educate about the benefits to wildlife it will bring.

Recommendation #7 do not use chemicals

herbicides, often sprayed relatively indiscriminately along our roadsides. South Cambs DC has recently adopted a
herbicidefree regime andf we are to look after our grassy areas this should continue. Even if the herbicide use is
supposedly targeted along the kerbside, inevitably some spray will drift into the wider environment. Equally, many
of our native wildflowers require low nutrientvels in the soil in order to thrive, so fertilisers should not be applied

to our grassy areas.



Summary of recommendations

Use the name No Mow Summer and communicate the practice clearly to village residents through the GPN,
social media and local signs

Commit to a longerm regime for maximum ecological impact (perhaps 5 or 10 years to start, though with
some review periods)

late summer cut and that some areas are left long over winter

Do not use chemicals, including herbicides, pesticides and fertilisers, on the grassy areas.

Note that the recommendations in this document are very generalised but hopefully provide a framework in which t

a consider a more nuanced approach to No Mow Summer. However, any decisions will need to be clearly

communicated to the contractors througheusf timescales and maps. Further advice can be sought from the LNRP

Field Maple tree T6 is within influencing distance of the property, but would be unlikely
to cause any problems with the house if its dimensions are managed at a smaller size.
Maple is a moderate water demander. This tree should be reduced in overall size and

maintained as such on a cyclical basis, such as once every 4 years.

LandIS database lists the soil as freely draining lime-rich loamy soil. The resident of
35 Weavers Field has stated that the soil is a mixture of sand and clay. This could be
the case as the LandIS map shows a large area of clay soil just to the west and the
east. Soil maps are just a guide, and do not always accurately reflect the soil in a very

specific location.

Clay soils shrink and expand depending on their moisture content. Trees exert an
influence in soil moisture content during their growing season, removing water from
the soil causing it to shrink. At times of low rainfall, the soil cannot recover to
equilibrium. As the trees grow larger they have a greater demand for water, which

leads to a persistent soil moisture deficit, which may or may not recover during the
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winter. This results in foundations being inadequately supported, unless they have

been specifically designed to withstand the influence of trees.
