The council debated four motions proposed by councillors, and agreed them all unanimously.

One motion sought to influengalanning processes cases where schemes are delivered over many years yet
planning designs and decisions are not able to be changed to accommodate new situations. Members identified
many examples where anachronistic planning requirements undermined designs for cyclampathther amenities
which were wanted but thwarted by the current system that did not allow flexibility.

One was a call fdairer police fundingind awareness of domestic abuse. Cambridgeshire is the fourth lowest funded
police force in the country, and local taxpayers fund around half bf Y 6 NA R D&iding buldetQTEne picture is
similar for all public servicdsda G KSNB A a | WINEP @ip&ienclR) yabtér fopulatiol grawth th&n2 &
anticipated by the national funding formula.

UK market, regulations for safe disposal of used lithiumion batteries, and controls to address specific fire concerr
such as charging points. | endorsed thetimo on behalf of the Fire Authority, which has done a great deal in terms
of lobbying (as the fundamental issue is the need for legislation and regulation in this area) as well as education (
schools, encouraging safe disposal of batteries).

issues are clear and can be fully documented, and calling for National Highways to be more responsive and to begi
to work to resolve outstanding matters. Many of the problems were to do with poor construction and delivery of
defective infrastruatire ¢ for example the sinking A14 overbridge, and various parts of the A1307 where the road is
not in a good enough condition for the county to adopwithout further work, and much more. Other the

outstanding matters currently identified are:

A Problems were left behind with no solution eg local roads in S Cambs were left in poor condition due to
damage from the construction work itself but without a long term plan for proper maintenance, the
landlocked derelict buildings in Bar Hill will remairsitu unless there is some sort of intervention

A Girton residents were left with excessive motorway noise which residents raised and reported on properly

A Apply to Government for a Transport & Works Act Order to progress the Cambridge South East Transport
project for a busway between a new travel hub near the A1307 / A11 and the Cambridge Biomedical
Campus, connecting with Granta Park, and the villagestimdas. The law requires the support of a
majority of the whole council to proceed, regardless of how many are present, so a minimum of 31 votes;
the proposal passed with 33 votes in favour and fifteen against.

A Establish a new Shareholder SDbmmittee of theD 2 dzy Asdefs & Rrocurement Committee, to improve
governance and accountability where the council is a shareholder with a significant holding.

However, cost of living remains the issue of most concern, with almost half of residents using less heating, and a
guarter cutting back on nutritious food in the past twelve months.

The survey was commissioned from national independent market research agency Think Insights. This year the
council carried out this work in partnership with Cambridgeshire & Peterborough Combined Authority, South
Cambridgeshire District Council, and Cauidpei Ahead. 5,500 residents took part in the sutvdyl100 in each of

In addition to the survey, this year the council engaged with some specific groups including those with lived experienc
of homelessness, the criminal justice system and drug or alcohol dependency as well as those under the age of 18
general online pulit survey allowed any resident to take part.

The council will use the survey to increase its understanding of what is important to local residents and to inform
council decisions. In numbers:

A 72% of residents have high or very high levels of happiness. The average happiness score was
7.21, higher than the national average 7.0.

A Residents continue to feel positively about their local community; 85% feel safe and 75% feel they belong.

A Fewer residents report struggling with mental health this year (37% down to 29%) and a lower proportion
report issues with physical health (40% down to 31%).

A Significant numbers of young people (43% af®byear-olds and 40% of X®4-yearolds) continue to be
more likely to report mental health struggles.

A The proportion of residents reporting that they often feel lonely remains higher than national data, at 31%
of residents.

A Younger residents are again more likely to report loneliness (53%24 ¥8ar olds).

COMMUNITIES, SOCIAL MOBILITY & INCLUSION

Poverty Strategy Commission
A new commission involving organisations from across Cambridgeshire has been launched to tackle poverty in the
county.

The Cambridgeshire Poverty Strategy Commission will work independently to make recommendations to partners
across the county who are supporting people currently in, or at risk of, poverty.

A A group of eleven independent commissioners with extensive professional experience supporting residents
will:

A look at data and evidence relating to poverty in Cambridgeshire and how the system currently responds to
this

A hear from residents who have personally experienced poverty

A produce a series of recommendations for local organisations to consider as an approach to recognising and
tackling poverty.

The commission will meet regularly and determine what it will focus on within the timescales. It will deliver a
report in early 2025 which will include a review of the evidence submitted and a set of recommendations.

Pension Credit
A campaign has been launched to make sure everyone who is eligible for Pension Credit in Cambridgeshire is
claiming it.

Pension Credit is extra money to help with living costs for those over State Pension age and on a low income. It cot
mean an extra £186 per month for the average household.

In Cambridgeshire as many as one in three people who are eligible for Pension Credit may not be claiming it.
Cambridgeshire County Council is appealing to everyone who may be eligible to check.

Claiming Pension Credit can also unlock other benefits, such as the Winter Fuel Payment, a free TV licence for tho:
aged over 75, help with NHS dental treatment, glasses and hospital transport costs and other benefits depending ol
circumstances.

Pensioners can get a Winter Fuel Payment this year if they are entitled to Pension Credit at any point between 16
and 22 September 2024.

To be eligible for Pension Credit, you must:

A live in the UK
A be over State Pension age
A have a weekly income below £218.15 if you're single, or £33282 itizealtld a couple.

They are now in place and showing up very well especially when dark. There is work ongoing to consider the optior
for the other side of the road. There have been concerns expressed about that as well but the road geography was
not as adverse as the southbnd side, however the cycling team is looking into what can be done. The cycling space
is a little tight but it was a close run thing with the available space on the road to make it work and this was the best
that could be done.

Crossing on Girton Road

The planned delivery of the work is January 2025 and there are no problems with this reported.

Resurfacing High Street pavements

As everyone knows the pavements are in very serious condition. The plan is to remediate the hazard with a
temporary fix in the short term in parallel with ensuring the full resurfacing the pavements gains a place on the
capital programme for larger projestThe latter is being developed now and provides an opportunity for Parish
engagement. This is a new initiative involving gathering all major projects transparently together, evaluating them
against objective factors, being transparent with residents alhat is planned, and developing a 5 year rolling
programme of work which is reviewed and updated every year through this cyclical process. There are
communications directly from the county to parishes to help facilitate the process.

Needless to say introducing such a major change for planning major warvkay from a chaotic system we

inherited in 2021 where it was impossible to ensure a rational allocation of resources for highways, or indeed to rule
out factors such as undue influence or even corruptiand towards a more evidendeased system, requires

significant changes in data, systems, people and processes and will take time to get right. It is not helped that the
major contract for engineering works (we inherited a systenekgby the County outsources almost all of its

highways maintenance) was audited recently and found to be defective in ways that had to be addressed. The
subsequent fixes to the process have significantly increased the administrative burden on staff iihdiageit

difficult to get orders through the system, to every@drustration. The contract is not one that can be ditched or
easily changed without incurring even more cost and risk, so while it is a very challenging issue that we have had tc
grapplewith, there does seem to be a way forward and changes are expected within the normal term of review for
the contract.

Dangerous / inconsiderate parking near Huntingdon Road

Quality of life survey: South Cambridgeshire summary

You may have pickeeup in the news that Cambridgeshire County Council last week reported on the hitgvel
findings oftheir latest quality of life survey This year, the County Council carried out this survey in partnership
with SCDC, the Combined Authority and Cambridge Ahead. The initial results for our district are very positive.
South Cambridgeshire reports most positively about happiness, and perdogwth. South Cambs also reports less
change in behaviour due to costf-living; residents are less concerned about cadtliving, climate change, and
investment and jobs than elsewhere in the County. There is a lot to digest and a more detailed repooufr area

to follow. But for now, the County Council have provided us with the following summary of results for South
Cambridgeshire:

A 86% of respondents are happy (Cambridgeshire average 82%)
A 64% see family and friends as often as they would like (Cambridgeshire average 64%)
A 61% feel they have enough free time (Cambridgeshire average 64%)

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Following our successful LHI application for the addition of double yellow lines to improve the safety around a
number of key junctions in the village, it was very pleasing to get early engagement from the CCC Highways team.
pair of onsite meetings, helith Project Manager Ross Lewis, allowed the specific issues and needs for each
junction in question to be discussed in person, at the point where they are be delivered. This was extremely
constructive, particularly when some of the issues of dangerodscould be shown as they occurred! It was also
very useful for the GPC team to be able to highlight additional Highways issues that we would like to solve in
partnership with CCC in the future. Thanks to Clirs Garvie, Brown, Reeves, Hayat, and,Maraledillas the Clerk,

for their work in clearly articulating the issues we are trying to solve with this scheme, and thanks to Ross for
instigating these visits right at the beginning of this project. This way of working across tiers should be hugely
bereficial to all, and | hope that we are able to continue in this vein in the future.

The site visit regarding the double yellow lines scheme, as well as some recent correspondence, reminds us that
parking remains a contentious issue. The application to the scheme was to solve issues of safety, rather than parki
It is likely that certairstreets are regularly used as parking spots for commuters taking the bus into Cambridge or
working in Eddington. The addition of double yellow lines may slightly shift the spots where it is believed that this
happens. This pattern of parking is perfeddlgal but does frustrate residents. Applying for parking restrictions is
something that could be considered at some point, but this would only be successful if it lines up with current CCC

policy.

We also have a site visit scheduled for the installation of traffic calming measures on Oakington Road. The purpose
here is to understand the specifics of typical vehicle movements in this stretch of road and to try and ensure that
speed cushions are lo@d such that they effectively force motorists to obey the speed limit but without creating
hazards when large vehicles are turning into and off the road in this specific stretch. | appreciate that there are still
some concerns regarding speed cushiongeneral. No method of speed reduction will be perfect, but this has been
the proposal throughout and the one that, in my opinion, both meets the criteria set out by CCC and ensures the
new speed limit will be obeyed by the greatest number of motoristaifsigntly lessening the chances of further
incidents of drivers leaving the road, with tragic consequences.

| am pleased to see that the short stretch of wands has now been installed on the southbound cycle lane of
Huntingdon Road. Hopefully this will stop the issue of motorists driving in the cycle lane, which has previously led tc
cyclists (including childremeing knocked off their bikes on what is a very busy route. We have previously raised the
issue of motorists encroaching on the cycle lane on the opposite side of the road at this point. Whilst we were told
that this was not part of the scheme, recent comnication from CCC informs us that a solution to this problem is
being considered. | hope that we hear something soon about this and will relay on any further developments.

We have recently been informed that work on the pedestrian/cycle crossing at the southern end of Girton Road is
due to commence some time in January. This is a year later than originally scheduled, ard\etdog wish for

many residents, so | am vergeful that this does come to pass at the beginning of next. Do note that the work will
require Girton Road to be closed in both directions at some times, and we must try and ensure that residents are
informed as well, and as far in advance, as we can.

The bus usage survey we are running in conjunction with our neighbours in Oakington & Westwick is up & running.
At time of writing, we have had a good amount of feedback, but please do encourage your friends and neighbours t
contribute. We hope to have asany residents as possible give clear views on how the current bus service can
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For later this month | have set up an initial meeting of representatives of Girton and those from Histon & Impington
to consider establishing a collaboration between the two on a decent active transport link between the villages. |
believe that there is aavailable and obvious option that with a combined effort could bring together a really great



proposal that could attract funding. | hope to be able to report on progress and a proposal for consideration in due
course.

Histon & Impington Green Spaces: Connecting with Nature

As you and some of your councillors are aware, Histon & Impington Green Spaces (HIGS) is a
well-established charitable environmental group that is working closely with Histon and
Impington Parish Council to bring forward action to support wildlife within the parishes of
Histon and Impington.

As you are also aware, HIGS is keen to work with interested parties in Girton.

The purpose of this letter is to brief you on the work and ask you to contribute to a
discussion about issues that might impact on both our parishes.

In March this year we held a workshop asking residents to identify nature that is special to
them in Histon and Impington and to generate ideas to protect and enhance wildlife. The
workshop generated 68 ideas, which are set out in the attached schedule, and we are now
consulting more widely on these ideas before making recommendations for action. Some of
the ideas may have implications for Girton Parish.

Some examples of cross boundary issues are:

* Strengthening existing wildlife corridors, including planting and management along
field and parish boundaries, roads, lanes and footpaths. Also seeking to connect
existing woodland and grassland areas.

Re: Access to the Rectory Site, Gretton School, Girton
We are writing to see if the Parish Council can help regarding the narrow access road alongside our house, 67 High
St, Girton, to the car park and service space behind the Rectory site, Gretton School, formerly the Cambridge
Academy of English.
When the premises were used for the Language School, there was very little traffic along the small access road
between the side of our house and the school grounds. If fact, we can only remember one incident when our wall was
damaged by a vehicle using the access in the first 20 years that we have lived here. Other accidents did occur on the
highway at this dangerous corner whilst we have lived here, but the Council has gone a long way in trying to make this
corner safer, with the introduction of the 20mph speed limit, the chevon sign outside the school, and the resurfacing to
the road itself, for which we are thankful.
Since the site was taken over by Gretton School, the amount of traffic down this small access road has multiplied
significantly. The requirement for many of the students to be picked up and dropped off at the school has impacted
this greatly, along with various transports between the Rectory site and the main school site, further up the village. In
fact, the traffic is so bad at this entrance, that hehe s

access.
At the time of planning permission, we did point this out as a potential problem.

Unfortunately, we must report that this has become a problem. Not only because of the traffic increase, but also
because our wall adjacent to the small access road has been repeatedly damaged, at least 3 times (that we know of)
and possibly more, by vehicles accessing and leaving the Rectory school site in the past 2 years. The wall had been
previously damaged by persons unknown and repaired by our insurance in 2020. Following that there were at least 2
episodes of further minor damage in the same area, although we have no idea who caused this as it was unreported.
The entrance is narrow and restricted, and vehicles are often misjudging the angles needed to exit the entrance and
clear our wall, on turning left towards Oakington.

Our house is Grade 2 listed, so there is little we can do to alter the wall and remain with in the listed regulations. The
constant damage is likely to become a problem for our house insurance premium, and for mandatory disclosure,
should we wish to sell the house in future.

We are in discussions with the Gretton School, who reply they are aware of the more recent various episodes of
damage, after we have contacted them, although they have not always contacted us first.

The purpose of this letter is that we are asking if the Parish Council can help with anything to increase the safety of
the corner and the access to so many vehicles, so that our wall is not in a constant state of repair.

Plan in 2023, Wellbrook Way was noted as a site of interest.

The first edition of the Plan itself (also dated October 2023 and signed off by the Parish Council in November

With this in mind the Group arranged for a preliminary survey site visit on Fridaju2@. This has been

followed up by a number of subsequent site visits, including one in the company of Helen Bailey, Land Advisol
at the BON Wildlife Trust. This is a summary of our findings and thoughts on possible management measures fc
the site.

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The surrounding area is covered by Himalayan bramble which, though it has some valdifeould be
removed. This is a job for a contractor as the area would need scraping once the bramble is removed.

If the intention is to open up community access then a path could be laid around the area (at present a path
runs alongside the eastern and northern edge of the area). Because of the aforementioned steep bank down tc
the pond, the pond itself would need tee fenced and a safety ring provided too. One a path was laid, two or
more benches could be installed, overlooking the pond. An Interpretation Board would add to the educational
value of the space

In the centre of the area is a bank that used to be a meadow area when the complex was first developed. Agai
it is covered by Himalayan Bramble. Scraping this back and sowing a wildflower mix could restore it and provid
more attraction for pollinators sth as bees and butterflies.

Further along this path there is a group of Willows that would benefit from some maintenance. We would
recommend them being coppiced on rotatiora third of the trees gery three years.

The second pond still has water in it but is almost inaccessible due to the thick vegetation surrounding it. As a
pond it will undoubtedly have biodiversity significance. With community access to the first (larger) pond, our
recommendation is that thisqgnd is left undisturbed as a habitat for wildlife.

Beyond the mature hedge is the land earmarked for development as part of Darwin Green. This land appears t
be fairly flowefrich meadow with some scrub, so it would be worthwhile engaging with the developers at
Dawin Green to prevent any unnecessary rdegtion to preserve its wildlife value

The other side of the path for a 100 yards behind the Arlington M&aog Home is primarily grass land of
some benefit to wildlife if left unmown and with leavings removed when it is finally mowed. It could be
improved and turned into a proper wildflower meadow, improving its attractiveness for pollinators.

Further along the path is hedge planted at the time of the Wellbrook Way development. It is not wide enough
to be of significant wildlife value but is a useful boundary for the path, nevertheless.

The meadow area here is well established, rich in wild plants,oaralr visit hosted many butterflies. It

appears some maintenance is being carried out presumably by the local community (?). The main maintenanc
measure needed here would be to knock back the brambles periodically to prevent them encroaching on the
meadow (though not to remove them entirely).

Similarly the woodland is well established and hosts singing (and probably breeding) birds Guifelzesff and
Blackcap. Some trees would benefit from some maintenance (including a rather splendid Willow).

There is a stream running through the woodland area, but unfortunately on our visit this had dried to a trickle.
This merits further investigation as according to Wellbrook Way resident, Bill Lankford this is the first year the
stream had not flowed. Givethe wet winter and the consequent full aquifers, this situation should not be
occurring. Streams act &6 fcatzior<Ior wildlife and it is possible this is a chalk stream fed tributary. The
source of this stream needs further research.

Another area to consider is the Balancing Pond owned by Anglia Water. This appears to have become
completely overgrown and dried out. According to Bill Lankford the area around the Pond used to host many
toads and frogs in Spring. It barely has any nogleiriBailey, Land Advisor at the BCN Wildlife Trust confirms
that removing the vegetation and digging out the pond would restore its wildlife value.

The Balancing Pond is subject to a Deed of Grant to Anglia Water from the @angtil, which comes with a

set of covenants which appear to restrict the opportunities to make any material changes to the pond and
surrounding land to benefit wildlife. This needs further exploration.

Final Considerations

The three areas under consideration already hold significant biodiversity value for the Parish. However, our
recommendations could further enhance these areas, benefiting both nature and the community.

Initial work will require contractors but longer term the local community should be encouraged to take
responsibility for some upkeep through a network of volunteers similar to this involved in the HiMaeet
Garden and the Town Erdbse reserve. However note that if an application is made to the Wildlife Trust to
restore any of the ponds, that comes with a 25 year maintenance commitment by the Trust; there is some
funding within that timeframe for maintenance work such as desiltinglearance of schf vegetation in and
around the pond which may cause the pond to fail as a suitable habitat for Great Crested Newt.

To fund the initial work that would not be covered by the Wildlife Trust grant for the ponds improvement, the
Parish

Gouncil could consider making an application to the Green Spa8lsared Prosperity Fund Year 2 being offered
by South Cambridgeshire Council. The application questionhgiye://tinyurl.com/2dkrh2r6) is relatively

simple to complete, but to notéhe application window closes on 1st AugusOur ballpark guesstimate for the
work needed is around £15,000, which (conveniently) is the amount on offer for each site under the fund.

Another consideration is the needs of dog walkers. We note that some dog walkers have made complaints
about the impac2 Noa#2 ¢ { dzY YW8IKdok MAEy. When and where to allow dogsletid and where
they should be kept under close control to protect wildlife is a balance that needs to be managed, and guidanc:
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provided. But one possible solution is to assess whether the area between the play area and the car park at th
William Gollyn Centre could be made into a dog exercise park (similar to those that are provided in American
cities where opportunities to let dogs off leads are few.)

NALC PUBLISHES LOCAL GOVERNMENT
SERVICES PAY AGREEMENT 2024/25

We have published an advice note on the local government services pay agreement
2024/25.

The Local Government Association has informed us that the National Joint Council for
Local Government Services (NJC) has agreed on pay rates applicable from 1 April 2024
to 31 March 2025.

Some of the key information includes:

« With effect from 1 April 2024, an increase of £1,290 (pro rata for part-time employees)
will be paid as a consolidated, permanent addition on all NJC pay points 2 to 43
inclusive.

« With effect from 1 April 2024, an increase of 2.50 per cent on all pay points above 43.
« With effect from 1 April 2024, an increase of 2.50 per cent on all allowances.

« Backpay for employees who have left employment since 1 April 2024. If an ex-
employee requests it, we recommend that employers pay any monies due to that
employee from 1 April 2024 to the employee’s last day of employment.

« When salary arrears are paid to ex-employees in the Local Government Pension
Scheme (LGPS), the employer must inform its local LGPS fund.

| write to you as Chair of Trustees for the Cotton Hall Foundation to invite comment from Girton Parish Council
regarding some proposed changes to our Charitable Scheme. GPC are directly affected by the proposed changes :
so the comments of the Parish @wil (positive or negative) are very welcome.

Changing our Objectives
The most significant change is to our charitable objectives. The current objectives, which date from 1955, are:

QD the promotion of religious education of boys and girls living in the area of benefit [Girton] in accordance
with the principles and doctrines of the Church of England, including the provision of a Sunday Scho

2) the advancement of education generally of boys and girls living in the arbanafit; (3) the
advancement in life as set out in clause 5 below;

The trustees may assist persons who are under the age of 25 years, living in the area of benefit, in
need of financial assistance, and preparing for, entering or engaged in any profession, trade,
occupation or service, by paying their fees, travelling @ntenance expenses, or by such other
means for their advancement in life or to enable them to earn their living as the trustees think fit.

Our proposed new objectives are:

D to prioritize and contribute to the general wélkking of children and young people in the area of
benefit, including the advancement of their cultural, moral, social and religious education, including training ir
life skills; and

(2) to facilitate activities that promote a general sense of community spirit among residents within the
area of benefit, including, but not limited to, activities which specifically support the needs of families with
children, young people, the elderly, peopiving alone, those living with a disability or with individual
requirements, as the Trustees see fit.

The Trustees see the present function of the Charity as essentially that of maintaining, managing and, where
appropriate, improving the Cotton Hall, an historic building, as an attractive venue for Girton village activities, while
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Trustees in seeking tgpdate those objects is to bring them more into line with the present function of the Charity.
Thus, new Object (1) would preserve the general thrust of the current objects, by singling out children and young
people as beneficiaries, including the promotiminactivities that are, in some sense, educational. While new Object
(2) is designed to bring within the scope of the Charity activities beneficial to the Girton community as a whole.

Making our endowment expendable

A second change is that we propose to make our original endowment expendable. Note that we have no plans to
actually spend our endowment, but we do wish to ensure that we can be suitably flexible with the assets we have
(and income arising from them).

Changing the make -up of the Trustee body

At present, Girton Parish Council have the right to nominate two people to the membership of the Cotton Hall
trustee body.
